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Scope and Sequence for The BRIDGE to the Latin Road

Define sentences - 4 kinds; capital |etter, punctuation, subject, predicate; questions; Nouns:. person, place, thing, ideawith
Framing Keys;, common and proper nouns.

Dictated sentences to analyze and mark; introduce Adjectives: what kind?, which one?, whose?, how many?with Framing Key;,
introduce Articles with Framing Key; comparison of adjectives: positive, comparative, superlative; irregular comparisons.
Compose sentences from dictated phrases; introduce Pronouns: subject pronouns with Grammar Tune; object pronouns with
Grammar Tune; analyze and mark dictated sentences substituting correct pronouns for nouns.

Introduce Verbs: show action (physical, quiet, mental) and being; base verbs; build verb phrases with helping verbs with
Grammar Tune; linking verbs with Graammar Tune; predicate nouns, predicate adjectives.
Verb tense: past, present, future with Grammar Tune; regular verb forms with Framing Key; compose sentences from various
verb phrases to analyze and mark.

Irregular verb forms; begin playing Verb Memory Game to learn irregular verb forms; compose, analyze and mark sentences
with different verb forms.

Introduce Prepositions: show direction, location, relationship, time; phrases with noun objects, new marking; compose, anayze,
and mark sentences with prepositional phrases and varied verb forms.

Noun Possession: Grammar Tune about placement of apostrophes, compose sentences from possessive phrases; Possessive
Pronouns with Grammar Tune; possessive pronouns in the predicate; dictated sentences to analyze and mark completely.
Introduce Adverbs: how?, when?, where? with Framing Key; form adverbs from adjectives; verb/adverb phrases; learn to
distinguish between prepositions and adverbs.

Introduce Conjunctions. and, or, but; connect words, phrases, sentences; dictated sentences to analyze for nouns, pronouns,
adjectives, verbs, prepositiona phrases, adverbs, conjunctions, fully analyzed and marked.

Introduce Designing Codes and Designing Cards; learn Latin prefixes ab-, ad-, cont, de-, dis-, e-, ex-, en-, in-, inter-, ob-,
pre-, pro-, re-, sub-, trans-, un-.

Explain sentence fragments; define phrases, introduce infinitive phrase; define clauses, introduce main clause, dependent
clause, show new marking; dictated sentences to analyze and mark.

Introduce indirect object with Framing Key, new marking and scaffolding; teach scaffolding a compound indirect object;

Review verbs: helping verbs with Grammar Tune, linking verbs with Grammar Tune; verb tenses with Grammar Tune; drill all
verb forms, regular and irregular, with Verb Memory Game; introduce the infinitive verb form; distinguish between infinitive
form and prepositional phrase with Framing Key; dictated sentences to analyze, mark, and scaffold.

Introduce compound personal pronouns, reflexive and intensive pronouns; introduce principal parts of averb: base, present
participle, past, past participle; regular and irregular forms; review simple tenses: present, past, future; introduce perfect tenses:
present perfect, past perfect, future perfect; dictated sentencesto analyze, mark, and scaffold. Designing Codes - Review:

Introduce six progressive tenses; introduce timeline of verb tensesfor writing all 12 verb tense forms; conjugate six base verbs
in all tenses oraly; dictated sentences to analyze, mark, and scaffold.
